COMPULSORY ATTENDANCE  
I. PURPOSE 
The purpose of this policy is to ensure compliance with Minnesota Statutes § 120A.22 regarding compulsory school attendance while promoting regular attendance to support student success.
II. POLICY STATEMENT  
North Metro Flex Academy is committed to ensuring that all students attend school regularly as required by state law. The school will comply with all state statutes concerning compulsory attendance and collaborate with families and local agencies to address attendance concerns.

A. Compulsory Attendance Age
1. All children between the ages of seven (7) and seventeen (17) must attend school unless they meet legal exemptions.
2. Students under seven (7) who are enrolled in school are subject to the same attendance requirements.
B. Truancy Intervention
1. A student is considered truant if they miss seven (7) unexcused days in a school year.
2. The school will follow intervention procedures under Minn. Stat. § 260A.07, including:
· Notification to parents or guardians.
· Referral to school-based attendance improvement programs.
· Collaboration with the local county truancy diversion program.
3. Seven or more unexcused absences could result in referral to the appropriate legal authority for further action.



C. Reporting Absences
1. Parents or guardians must notify the school of a student’s absence by 9:00 AM on the day of the absence.
2. Acceptable excuses include:
· Illness verified by a healthcare provider.
· Religious observances.
· Family emergencies or other extenuating circumstances, as approved by the principal.

1. The school will maintain attendance records for all students in accordance with Minn. Stat. § 120A.22 and Minn. Stat. § 260A.07.
2. Attendance data may be shared with local agencies for truancy intervention, consistent with Minn. Stat. § 13.32.
