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NORTH METRO FLEX ACADEMY POLICY No. 306 
STUDENT WITHDRAWAL AND RE-ENROLLMENT
I. PURPOSE 
The purpose of this policy is to establish procedures for student withdrawal and re-enrollment in compliance with Minnesota law, including charter school enrollment, attendance, and reporting requirements. 
II. GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY 
North Metro Flex Academy shall maintain accurate enrollment and attendance records in accordance with applicable Minnesota statutes. Students who are no longer attending school shall be withdrawn in accordance with state reporting requirements.
Re-enrollment of students shall occur in accordance with the school’s approved enrollment and lottery procedures and shall comply with applicable la
III. STUDENT WITHDRAWAL
[bookmark: _sm5bvyubf3p8]A. Attendance and Withdrawal
A student may be withdrawn from enrollment when the student has been absent for fifteen (15) consecutive school days without verified excuse or communication from a parent or guardian, consistent with state attendance reporting requirements.
[bookmark: _6dx1j0v1by2f]B. Parent/Guardian Communication
Prior to withdrawal, the school shall make reasonable efforts to contact the parent or guardian to:
1. Determine the reason for the absence;
2. Provide support or intervention when appropriate;
3. Notify the parent/guardian of the potential withdrawal.

All withdrawal actions shall be documented in accordance with Minnesota Department of Education reporting requirements.

IV. RE-ENROLLMENT

Students who have been withdrawn from North Metro Flex Academy must reapply for admission in accordance with the school’s enrollment policy.
[bookmark: _k0b58oq3k165]B. Lottery and Enrollment Compliance
Re-enrollment shall comply with all requirements of Minnesota Statutes §124D.10, including:
1. Use of a lottery system when applications exceed available space;
2. Prohibition on guaranteeing placement outside of lawful preferences;
3. Equal access for all applicants.
[bookmark: _l5gacy9y1sp3]C. No Guarantee of Placement
Withdrawal from the school results in the loss of enrollment status. Re-enrollment is not guaranteed and is subject to available space and applicable enrollment procedures.
[bookmark: _fwmg01459gjj]V. STUDENT SUPPORT UPON RETURN
If a student is re-enrolled, North Metro Flex Academy may provide reasonable academic and social-emotional support to assist the student’s transition back to school.
The school is not obligated to provide instruction, assignments, or credit for time during which the student was not enrolled.
[bookmark: _q1i5gk5gwn0p]VI. ATTENDANCE ACCOUNTABILITY
The school shall comply with all compulsory attendance requirements under Minnesota law and shall take appropriate action to address chronic absenteeism prior to withdrawal when feasible.

North Metro Flex Academy shall not:
1. Guarantee re-enrollment to a withdrawn student outside of lawful enrollment procedures;
2. Maintain a “leave status” that conflicts with state enrollment reporting requirements;
3. Provide enrollment preference except as permitted by law.
